Commissioner Heasley moved to appoint Jason Misner and Vice Mayor Jordan to the Brownfield Redevelopment Authority, supported by Commissioner Fooy. Motion Carried. Per statute, the Brownfield Redevelopment Authority has to have between 5-9 members. Commissioner Fooy moved that the BRA have 5 members, supported by Commissioner Heasley. Motion Carried. The suggestion was made that the BRA meet with the Planning Commission.

Citizen Comments 

Ben Tanis, 309 Groveland, expressed concern over the $712 water bill he received today. He said his family’s lifestyle hasn’t changed. He would like to know what Kalamazoo rates are vs. Parchment’s and wanted to see 2 years’ worth of bills and rates. 

Mike Conner, 1150 Parchmount, mentioned we don’t currently have building permits for reroofing projects and that he thought the City needs them, since they could protect residents. He then asked about whether the new buyer for the RiverReach property would be required to have a bond for the expected demolition.


Tom Balmer, 336 Parchmount, brought some of the water from his faucet for viewing. He said that ever since December 15 his water has been discolored and had particulates. He wanted to know how long it will be this way and what the City would do about it. 

Tammy Cooper, 510 Glendale, also has yellow water. She wanted to know who is responsible because she’s had to dump loads during laundry because it isn’t suitable for cleaning. She then mentioned she thought River Reach is stringing the City along.
Karen Conner-Beck, 1124 Parchmount, concerned about her high water bill, claiming an increase of $40 though her habits have  not changed. She also mentioned being “upset about police coverage” and recounted an event in front of her house. She added that a traffic light is out at Parchmount and Riverview.
Bruce Rzepczynski, 221 W Thomas, said the sign should show date and time of meetings. He also asked about whether meeting times could be altered. He then asked about when there will be a health questionnaire for the PFAS issues.

Mayor and Commissioner Comments 
Vice Mayor Jordan thanked those in attendance for coming, adding that the Commission is listening and appreciate residents’ comments.
Mayor Britigan explained that currently Parchment is receiving water from the City of Kalamazoo at a wholesale contract price, and that both parties are working toward a new contract for the future. He added that Kalamazoo will be replacing lead service lines in 2019. He then noted that all comments made were appreciated. The Mayor also reminded people that the Brownfield Redevelopment Authority is meeting Tuesday at 7 pm, and that the Planning Commission is meeting Wednesday at 7 pm.

Manager Nancy Stoddard stated that any concerns about water bills please contact City Hall. She then advised that any discolored water or other water concerns really need to be reported to the City of Kalamazoo Water department at 269-337-8756, in order for them to log the issue and map out trends. City Manager Stoddard closed by adding if anyone has questions or concerns, her door is always open, and that she would be responding to residents’ concerns promptly.
