Resolution to Adopt the Major Streets Deficit Elimination Plan - adopt. Treasurer Stutz explained the State of Michigan’s requirement to have the governing body address the Major Streets Deficit for YE 2018. Purchase of new roof for City Hall – approve. City Manager Stoddard reported that the roof on City Hall has been repaired three times in the past two years, with damage to walls and floor. She added that funds would be available in the current year’s budget. Commissioner Evans asked about whether the chimney could be removed since there is no longer a boiler. Also questioned whether there is a warranty on the labor. Moved by Commissioner Heasley, supported by Commissioner Bagley to table action on this while more information is gathered. Motion Carried.

Repave Orient Street – approve. City Manager Stoddard presented Lakeland Asphalt’s bid as the best of three ($40,295) to repave Orient Street between G avenue and Thomas Street. She stated that this section of street is in dire need of work, with high bus traffic as well as the traffic during water distribution last year. Moved by Commissioner Bagley, supported by Commissioner Evans to approve the bid by Lakeland Asphalt and authorize the City Manager to execute all documents related to the matter. Motion Carried.

Prein & Newhof Traffic Signal Study proposal – approve. City Manager Stoddard advised on the scope of the project (does not include G avenue, Espanola or Mosel signals) to determine which signals are necessary. The work will be done in May/June of this year, with approximately $2000 in cost to the City and $8000 from KATS. Moved by Commissioner Heasley, supported by Vice Mayor Jordan to approve the Traffic Signal Study proposal by Prein & Newhof and authorize the City Manager to execute all documents related to the matter.
