Unfinished Business

Ordinance Prohibiting Recreational Marijuana – second reading. Attorney Soltis reported that at the last meeting, the Commission decided to prohibit all classes of recreational marijuana licenses. Commissioner Fooy noted he had a tour of the facility on Mosel, and thought there could be economic development opportunities for our city. Vice Mayor Jordan cited that the ordinance could be amended in the future if the Commission desired. Commissioner Heasley commented that he gets the sense that the State of Michigan doesn’t have a handle on the rules and regulations yet so he feels a wait and see approach is warranted. Mayor Britigan broke with protocol and asked the citizens present if they had any comments – none were noted. He then added that the facilities could be a gamble for real estate values in the city. Moved by Commissioner Heasley, supported by Vice Mayor Jordan to accept Ordinance 217, to Prohibit Marijuana Establishments within the City of Parchment for Second Reading. Motion Carried.

ORDINANCE NO. 217

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE PARCHMENT CITY CODE OF ORDINANCES BY RESERVING CHAPTER 18, SECTIONS 18-76 THROUGH 18-80 AND ADDING CHAPTER 18, SECTIONS 18-81 TO 18-83, PROHIBITING RECREATIONAL MARIJUANA ESTABLISHMENTS WITHIN THE CITY; TO PROVIDE FOR ENFORCEMENT; TO REPEAL ANY OTHER ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH AND TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

THE CITY OF PARCHMENT ORDAINS:

ARTICLE I

Chapter 18, Sections 18-76 through 18-80 are hereby reserved.

ARTICLE II

Chapter 18, Sections 18-81 to 18-83 are hereby added and shall now read:

Sec. 18-81.
Recreational Marijuana Establishments Prohibited.

The City of Parchment ordains that pursuant to the Michigan Regulation and Taxation of Marihuana Act, Section 6.1, the City elects to prohibit recreational marihuana establishments within its boundaries.

Sec. 18-82.
Necessity.

The Ordinance requires that it be immediately effective as is necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health or safety.

Sec. 18-83.
Enforcement.

This Ordinance may be enforced by any means permitted by law including, but not limited to, Temporary Restraining Order and Temporary and Permanent Injunctions.

ARTICLE III

Any and all sections, terms, provisions and/or clauses herein shall be deemed independent and severable.  Should any court or competent jurisdiction hold any section, term, provision or clause void and/or invalid, all remaining sections, terms, provisions and/or clauses not held void and/or invalid shall continue in force and effect.

ARTICLE IV

All Ordinances or parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed and shall be of no further force and effect.

ARTICLE V

This Ordinance shall take force and effect upon publication.

OPEB/Defined Benefit Liability in Water Fund – approve. Per City Treasurer Stutz, one of the initial steps in closing out the water fund is to pay off the liabilities that are carried in that fund’s financial statements. She explained that after speaking with the City’s auditors, the final numbers for closing the fund will not be determined until mid November. Per Treasurer Stutz, paying off the liability from the 6/30/18 audited financial statements ($222,835) will move the city away from an “underfunded” status with the State of Michigan. Then any remaining liability as determined by the auditors can be paid at a later date, if needed. Moved by Vice Mayor Jordan, supported by Commissioner Heasley to approve payment to MERS of $222,835 to increase the funded ratio of the City of Parchment’s Retirement System.
